5. Application must include two references with contact information.

6. Application must be received by Friday, March 30, 2012. 

7. Recipient of this one-time only, $1,500 scholarship must be able to attend the 2012 ATHENA Award dinner on May 24 at Mr. Anthony’s Banquet Center.
