LOCATION: MARKET 

The Youngstown-Warren-Boardman, OH-PA 
Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA) is com-
prised of Trumbull and Mahoning Counties 
in Ohio and Mercer County in Pennsylvania. 
The area includes the cities of Warren, 
Youngstown and Sharon.  Columbiana 
County is just south of the region and is 
included in the Youngstown-Warren-East 
Liverpool, OH-PA Combined Statistical Area 
(CSA), as designated by the U.S. Census. 
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Because of the great location, shipping cargo to the region is easy by 

air, highway, rail or water port. 

According to the Bureau of 
Transportation Statistics, nearly 
all shipments require the use of 
more than one mode of 
transportation to reach their 
final destination.  Infrastructure 
within the Youngstown-Warren 
region provides a one-of-a-kind 
logistical environment to meet 
all your shipping and cargo 
needs.

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Youngstown-Warren features two international 
airports and three regional airports within an hour's 
drive. 

GET HERE QUICKLY…. 

Daily direct flights from Cleveland (CLE), Pittsburgh (PIT) and Akron-Canton 
(CAK) airports to major U.S. cities. 

Airport Distance and Drive Times:

Cleveland Hopkins International Airport (CLE) and 
Pittsburgh International Airport (PIT) as well as 
Akron-Canton Regional Airport (CAK) emplane 
more than 19 million passengers and move 134 
million tons of cargo annually.  
 
The area is only one flight away from major cities 
in the U.S., with direct service to nearly 200 
airports around the nation.

The Youngstown-Warren 
Regional Airport is also home to 
the Youngstown Air Reserve 
Station - the 910th Airlift Wing, 
which has 12 Lockheed C-130H2 
Hercules transport and cargo 
aircraft, each capable of lifting 
92 persons and more than 
45,000 pounds of cargo.  

Designated a Foreign Trade Zone 
and an Enterprise Zone, 
AEROPark is a multi-modal 
business park that offers more 
than 500+ improved acres.  As a 
shovel-ready site, AEROPark has 
direct runway access as well as 
immediate highway connectivity.   

Youngstown-Warren Regional Airport, located 
in Vienna, Ohio, along with AEROPark, a shovel
-ready business park, and the Youngstown Air 
Reserve Station.

LOCATION: INFRASTRUCTURE 

 The Youngstown-Warren Regional Airport has a 9,003' runway, the 
longest in northeast Ohio, and a 5,000' secondary runway and ac-
commodates both cargo and passenger aircraft.   

 The Federal Aviation Administration provides staffed 24-hour Air 
Traffic Control services at the airport while Youngstown Approach 
Control and Cleveland Air Traffic Control Center provide radar ser-
vices.   

 Winner Aviation, the onsite fixed base operator, services aircraft for 
fueling needs, maintenance and repair, and ground handling for 
airlines and air cargo. 

Water, natural gas, electricity, telecommunications and sanitary sewer 
are all in abundant supply here.
