HMHP also constructed a $77 
million, four-story general acute hospital, which opened summer 2007. 

U.S. News and World Report ranked St. Elizabeth Health Center as one 
of the Top 50 Hospitals in the nation for urology and one of the 100 Most 
Wired Hospitals.
